“Joy to the World” by Isaac Watts, 1719

What’s up with that, you say—singing Christmas hymns in Septem-
ber? This hymn was part of Watts’ major work, The Psalms of David,
Imitated in the Language of the New Testament. ~ Shortly after his
appointment to a London church he became ill and had to resign his
post. He accepted an invitation to recuperate at the guest house of Sir
Thomas Abney for a few weeks. He stayed 36 years! During his time
there he completed his Psalms of David....which included “Joy to the
World.” It was originally titled “The Messiah’s Coming and King-
dom” and was not intended as a Christmas hymn. It is really appro-
priate for the entire year whenever the theme of the “Kingdom™ is ob-
served. Today we sing it to an alternate tune which I think will help
us more fully focus on the text based on Psalm 98.
