HYMN NOTES:

I Sing the Mighty Power of God (32)
This text by Isaac Watts (1674-1748) was first published in his Divine and
Moral Songs for the Use of Children (1715). This was the first hymnal writ-
ten exclusively for children. He wrote this about it:

“Children of high and low degree, of the Church of England

or dissenters, baptized in infancy or not, may all join to-

gether in these songs. And as I have endeavored to sink the

language to the level of a child’s understanding, and yet to

keep it, if possible, above contempt, so I have designed to

profit all, if possible, and offend none.”
It is rare that a profound theologian can write well for children, but at least in
this one hymn Watts succeeded. The words are filled with vivid pictures of
the handiworks of God, and remind us that God is everywhere in our midst.
(It is alright for adults to sing this, too!)
