MUSIC NOTES:  

The Youth choir anthem today is a “quodlibet” or “partner song.”  
The composer along with two colleagues from First United Meth-
odist Church in Fort Worth TX started a music academy for chil-
dren in Kenya in 2009.  He discovered that a very popular English 
language hymn in Kenya is “What a Friend We Have in Jesus.”  
He created a partner song that sounded “Kenyan” and combined 
the two—one in English the other in Swahili.  Just as our mission 
team experienced the cultural exchange in Honduras, so he 
brought the Western and African styles together—each enhancing 
the other.  The simple Swahili text is:  Yesu kwetu ni rafiki.  
Maombi asikia meaning, What a friend we have in Jesus.  Take it 
in prayer.
