HYMN NOTES: “God, Bless Your Church with Faith” was written by 

ordained Presbyterian (USA) minister, John A. Dalles (b. 1954) in Pitts-

burgh.  He served First Presbyterian Church in South Bend IN, and Fox 

Chapel Presbyterian in Pittsburgh and is presently at Wekiva Presbyte-

rian in Longwood FL.  This hymn was written for the 150th anniversary 

of the South Bend church in 1984.  His idea was to write a general hymn 

with a primary focus on the changing world of the 20th century and a 

Christian response to those changes.  It first appeared in The Presbyte-

rian Hymnal, 1990.  The editors chose to pair it with a different tune than 

Dalles had in mind.  Today we sing it to DIADEMATA, the tune originally 

chosen by the hymnwriter.
