PLEASE REMEMBER THE CHURCH IN YOUR WILL. 

HYMN NOTES:  “Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah” (65) 
The Welsh are well-known for their robust singing and many Welsh 
hymns and tunes are beloved the world over—at least 14 are in our hym-
nal, Glory to God. “Guide Me, O Thou Great Jehovah” was written by 
William Williams, known as the “Sweet Singer of Wales” and “the Isaac 
Watts of Wales” and was first published in 1745. He was ordained a dea-
con in the Church of England and became identified with the Calvinist 
Methodist movement. For over 50 years he traveled throughout Wales 
preaching. His wife, a singer, often traveled with him. He wrote more 
than 800 hymns in Welsh and another 100 in English. The tune’s name 
CWM RHONDDA literally means Rhondda Valley, the name for a coal min-
ing district in South Wales. John Hughes composed it for the 1907 Cy-
manfa Ganu (a gathering for song). The tune was used for “Angels from 
the Realms of Glory” and first appeared in the Calvinist Methodist hym-
nal in 1918. In the USA it first appeared in the Presbyterian Hymnal, 
1933.
