If all of the unpaid pledges for the Building Renovation are paid by 
December 31, 2015, then the total given toward our original goal of 
$80,000 will be $90,178.00. As was announced recently during wor-
ship and through our publications, the best and lowest bid for the 
renovation was $108,000. As a result of recent giving, the gap is now 
only $17,822.00.
