Music Notes:

The solo organ music today is by the American Wilbur Held who died in 2015 just
short of his 101* birthday. His final composition was on the hymntune OLD HUN-
DREDTH which he was working on as plans were proceeding for his 100" birthday
celebration. He didn’t see the irony in that until it was pointed out to him. Held
wrote hundreds of pieces for organ that are used in countless churches each Sun-
day. He spent his academic years at The Ohio State University as Professor of
Organ for thirty years and was also Organist/Choirmaster at Trinity Episcopal
Church in Columbus. He studied with some of the most prominent organists and
composers of his day including Marcel Dupre, Andre Marchal and Normand Lock-
wood. He earned the Doctor of Musical Arts degree from the Union Theological
Seminary in New York. After his 1978 retirement he and his wife moved to
southern California where he continued playing organ in his retirement home,
playing at weekly vesper services, and at most of the funerals—one only a month
before his own death.
