Music Notes:

“Shepherd Me, O God” (473)

This text and tune was created in 1985 at the request of the Church of
St. Ann in Raritan, NJ. Marty Haugen (b. 1950) was raised in the
American Lutheran Church and became a member of the United Church
of Christ. Much of his music is written with congregational participa-
tion in mind. This setting of “Shepherd Me, O God” has a repeated re-
frain for congregation (in our hymnal at #473) and is a paraphrase of
Psalm 23. He credits his wife for suggesting the use of “shepherd” as a
verb in the refrain. Haugen has thirteen titles in our Glory to God hym-
nal including “Gather Us In” (401) and the sung communion responses
that we have used (565-568).
