Hymn Notes:
“QO for a Closer Walk with God” (739)

Imagine what it would be like to walk with God! In Genesis 5:24 we read that
“Enoch walked with God; then he was no more, because God took him.” William
Cowper wrote this text in 1769 for his Olney housekeeper and friend Mrs. Unwin,
who was ill at the time. He wrote in an endeavor “to surrender to the Lord” his
“dearest comforts.” Cowper’s life was overshadowed by periodic depressions
which lead to several hospitalizations and a suicide attempt. Together with John
Newton (“Amazing Grace”) he wrote Olney Hymns (London 1779) which in-
cluded this hymn. The Olney Hymns is considered to be the most important and
influential evangelical hymnal, other than the ones produced by the Wesley broth-

ers. It contains 348 hymns, 280 from Newton and the other 68 by Cowper.
