This 

email scam is also happening to pastors in other churches across the nation 

at this point. Please know that your pastors and the church staff will never 

solicit any funds in this manner. Simply forward the message of such a re-

quest to the church office so that we can collect them for the police. It sad-

dens us when anyone seeks to do harm but especially when they prey on 

the kindness and Christ-like hearts of our members.  Be aware of scams by 

email and phone calls!
