Our Stephen Ministry program consists of church members who 
have been equipped with 50 hours of training to provide confi-
dential, emotional, spiritual, one-to-one Christian care to indi-
viduals who are experiencing struggles in their lives.  These dif-
ficult circumstances include loss of a loved one, illness, aging, 
spiritual crisis, a lay-off, relocation, divorce, single parent-
hood,  loneliness,  or discouragement, as well as many other 
life challenges.  A Stephen Minister is a caring, Christian friend 
who will walk beside a person who is hurting and listen, pray, 
support and encourage them.  Typically, a Stephen Minister will 
meet faithfully with his or her care receiver for about an hour 
each week, for as long as there is a need.  To learn more about 
how you, a family member or a friend can benefit from having a 
Stephen Minister, please contact Pastor Paul at 727-796-8090 
or paul@northwoodpc.org.
